If you want to change the world, start off by making your bed. 
Four-Star Admiral William H McRaven (Ret.) told the 2014 
graduating class of the Univ. of Texas. 
 

He went on to describe how at basic SEAL training, the first 
thing he did each morning was to make his bed.  The bed was 
simple.  Nothing but a steel frame and a simple mattress.  A 
bottom sheet covered the mattress, and over that a top sheet.  A 
gray wool blanket tucked tightly under the mattress provided 
warmth from the cool San Diego evenings.  A 2nd blanket was 
expertly folded into a rectangle at the foot of the bed.  A single 
pillow made by the Lighthouse for the Blind was centered at 
the top of the bed and intersected at a 90-degree angle with the 
blanket at the bottom.  This was the standard!  Any deviation 
would result in a Sugar Cookie! 
 

After first inspecting McRaven, the Instructor turned to the 
bed.  He checked the hospital corners, and then surveyed the 
blanket and the pillow to insure they were properly aligned. 
Then he pulled a quarter from his pocket and flipped it several 
times to ensure McRaven knew the final test was coming. With 
one final flip, the quarter flew high in the air and came down 
on the mattress with light bounce. It jumped several inches off 
the bed, high enough for the instructor to catch it in his hand.  
Swinging around to face McRaven, the instructor looked him 
in the eye and nodded.  He never said a word. Making his bed 
correctly was not going to be an opportunity for praise. It was 
expected of him.  It was his first task of the day and doing it 
right was important.  It demonstrated his discipline.  It showed 
his attention to detail and at the end of the day it would be a 
reminder that he had done something well, something to be 
proud of, no matter how small the task. 
 

If you make your bed every morning you will have accom-
plished the first task of the day.  It will give you a small sense 
of pride and it will encourage you to do another task and anoth-
er.  By the end of the day, that one task completed will have 
turned into many tasks completed.  Making your bed will also 
reinforce the fact that little things in life matter. 
 

If you can’t do the little things right you will never do the big 
things right.  And, if by chance you have a miserable day, you 
will come home to a bed that is made – that you made – and a 
made bed gives you encouragement that tomorrow will be bet-
ter. 
 

So, if you want to change the world, start off by making you 
bed!

The trustees have been busy working on restoring the church and taking care of much need-
ed repairs.  The plan involves three phases. 
 

Phase I has been in progress since last year and so far, the church has been painted, received 
a new roof, and the windows have been restored to their original panes with the ability to 
open them! New additions include HVAC systems, daylight bulbs in the ceiling fans and a 
security system.  To finish Phase I, the entrances and handicap ramp will be restructured in 
order to meet the required safety standards and finally, the floors will be refinished and the 
existing carpet will be replaced. 
 

Phase II includes a building behind church for a fellowship hall, Sunday School, restrooms, 
an office for the pastor, small kitchenette, and a deck on back with storage under the build-
ing. The 2 out buildings will be eliminated.
